Also
participating will be veterans from Ambler’s Daniel W. Dowling American Legion Post 769 and local boy
scouts. Immediately following the ceremony, several local restaurants, including Arpeggio BYOB, Fireside
Bar & Grille, Il Giardino Italian Cuisine, Spring House Tavern, Vic Sushi and Wawa, will provide
complimentary “Taste of Lower Gwynedd” refreshments, at the nearby seven-foot-high metal “Wreath of
Honor” sculpture, dedicated in 2006.

All Township residents, and neighbors from surrounding Montgomery and Bucks County municipalities, as well
as all veterans and their families, are invited and encouraged to attend the ceremony. Free parking will be
provided.
